Now we are going to read a story! (From the book Read Me a Bible
Story, read God fills the Land and God orders the heavens (page 8 and 9)

e Be familiar with the text. If the reading seems to long
summarize it for the children.

e As you are reading to the children be expressive. Encourage
them to repeat key phrases after you, such as: God said “That’s
good!”

e Use your visuals as you are reading the story.

e After the story encourage the toddlers to complete the coloring
page.

Teaching Tips

e Infants and toddlers learn through play. Use the toys available in the

classroom to make the lesson more meaningful.

e Be creative! Do not be embarrassed to make noises, use strange voices

and funny facial expressions. This will help the infants and toddlers make

a connection with you and the lesson.

e Remember that your teaching does make a difference in these children’s
lives. God’s Word never comes back void.

e Lean on your Junior Helpers! They can be of great help. Include them in

the lesson.
